ROADS SAFER FOR GYGLISTS & MOTORISTS

EFFECTIVE FROM 1 JAN 2022

Rule:
Cycling groups must not exceed
the maximum length of 5 bicycles.
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Guideline:

Motorists should
provide a minimum
distance of 1.5m when
passing cyclists, just
like with another
vehicle.
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minimum distance of
30m or 2 lamp posts

between groups.

A group should only
overtake another when
it's safe to do so.

Reminderon
Existing Rule: :
Cyclists must always
keep to the left edge
of the road where
possible.
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Penalties apply for non-compliance with rules.

Reminder on Existing Rule:

No riding abreast on single-lane
roads and during hours of bus
lane operation.

A maximum of 2 cyclists can
ride abreast on roads with 2 or
more lanes.
